Thank You For Your Cooperation

1. Federal, state, county and local laws require dogs to be on leashes with
fines up to $1,000.

2. Your dog may become trapped or injured while jumping or digging, or
thorns may become embedded in their skin. They can also be bitten by
a rattlesnake or attacked by other dogs or wild animals.

3. Some people, particularly children, are afraid of dogs, even friendly
ones. You can get poison ock from petting a dog that has beenin
contact with it.

4. Animals may be flushed out of burrows, resting and/or nesting sites by
roaming dogs causing stress and depleting their energy which can affect
their survival. Just a quick dig by a dog can destroy an animal’s home.
